A QUESTION OF FINANCE
&

If you are the keen type who reads this Hand-
book, vou will discover that we <intend, as an
Association, to give you various things entirely
free of charge this season, including the Handbook
you are reading at the moment.

Although the Middlesex Association exists for
the benefit of the members, nevertheless we have
to pay our way, so this season we have devised a
different way of raising revenue.

But, woe is us, for we find we can’t tell you
about it in the Handbook! No. we're not quite
crazy! It's like this,

The Betting and Lotteries Act of 1934 makes it
illegal to advertise, in print, any form of lottery,
such, for example, as a Christmas Draw.

Christmas Draws, as such, however, are rot
illegal, but they have to be run by organisations
of which the members all belong directly to the
parent organisation, and not through leagues, like
the Middlesex Association,

Therefore, we ask you to find out from your
