MIDDLESEX INTER-LEAGUE CHAMPIONSHIPS

RULES AND REGULATIONS

I-The competition shall be known as the Middlesex
Inter-League Championships.

2- There shall be a Premier Division, a Second Divi­
sion, and as many other Divisions (Third, Fourth,
etc.) as are necessary.

3-Leagues may enter as many teams as they wish.
Only first teams may play in the Premier Division.

4- The winner of the Premier Division shall be entitled
to hold the Norman Pegg Challenge Trophy for on~
season.

S-Where there are four teams in a division, they shall
each play each, home and away in the same season,
but where there are more than four teams, thEY
sr.all play each other once only per season, home
and away in alternate seasons.

6- The Home League shall retain the whole of any
proceeds from a match .

7-A match shall consist of nine ties, each the best of
three games, comprising five men's singles, one ladies'
singles, one men's doubles, one mixed doubles and
one ladies' doubles, with the proviso that if both
League Secretaries are in agreement a further men's
doubles may be substituted for the ladies' doubles.
Should there be no agreement between the twO
Secretaries, the ladies' doubles must be played.

8-Subject to any arrangement mutually agreed upon,
. th'"eorder of play shall be as follows (A, Band C

being the home team in order of merit, and X, Y
and Z being the away t.eam in order of merit) :
C v. Z, B v. X, A v. Y, ladies' doubles, B v. Y,
mixed doubles, men's doubles, ladies' singles, A v. X.

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9-No man shall play in more' than three ties in 11

match, and no lady more than two ties. Should the
ladies' doubles not be played, then no man may play
in more than one men's doubles.

1O.-A team winning six or more ties shaH be awarded
three points; a team winning five ties shall be
awarded two points; !l team winning four ties shall
be awarded one point; a team winning less than
four ties shall not receive any points.

II-All matches must be played during the period fixed,
with the exception that matches may be played
earlier by mutual consent. Postponements will not
be granted unless through exceptional circumstances,
such postponement to be authorised in writing by
the Hon. Secretary of the Competition. Failure
to play a match at the proper time may result in a
match being awarded.

I2-It shall be the duty of the home league match secre­
tary to submit to the away league match secretary
two dates at least 14 days before the commencement
of the period in which the match is due to be played,
and the away league must accept one of these dates
at least 7 days before the commencement of the said
period. No match shall be played, or date offered,
to clash with a Middlesex County match, or during
the period of the closed Championships. The away
league may appeal against any suggested date which
clashes with the final stages of an Open Tournament.
The Friday and Saturday of a one-week or longer
Open Tournament shall be construed as the final
stage8. A date-clash with a county match in which
Middlesex is not concerned shall not become the.

basis of an appeal. Any appeal must be received
by the Hon. Secretary of the Competition at least
8 days before a period is due to commence.

l3-Any home league failing to offer two dates 14 days
before the commencement of the period concerned
shall pay a fine of five shillings for the first offence
and one pound for .all subsequent offences. Any
away league failing to accept one date 7 days before
the commencement of the period concerned, or
lodging an appeal under Rule 12 shall pay a fine
of one pound for each and every offence. The
away league may also be called upon to pay if an
appeal is considered ill-founded. Any fines must be
sent to the Hon. Treasurer immediately upon request
of the Hon Secretary of the Competition.

14-All players to be registered in order of merit, at the
commencement of the season (15th October), with
the Hon. Secretary of the Competition. Additional
players can be registered, and the order of merit
altered, on the 1st of each subsequent month. No
player may play for more than one league in the
competition in anyone season, and all players must
be duly registered members. Registered players shall
be entitled to represent their league if :-

(a) They play in at least 50% of their Club's
league matches, to be calculated at the time
of the playing of each inter-league match
in question.

or (b) They shall have represented the league in a
previous season, subject to not having sub­
sequently played for another league.
