RULES AND REGULATIONS

NAME

1.—The Association shall be called the Middlesex
Tahle Tennis Association.

OBIECTS

2—To act as the controlllng and governin hndg of
the game of table tennls in that area defined by
the English Table Tennis Assaciation as the
‘County of Middlesex', subject to any over-riding
declsions of the English Table Tennls Assoclation.

CONSTITUTION

3—The Assotiation shall consist of :—

(i} President, Vice-Presidents. Honorary Life
Memberz and duly elected officers.

(fi) Local associations, local leagues and
directly affiliated clubs, all of whom shall
be duly affillated to the English Table
Tennls Association and who shall be either
within the Ccunty of Middlesex or deemed
elighle  for membership by the English
Table Tennis Association,

{ifi} Directly affiliated individual membars.

ELECTION

d—Applications for affillation to the Association
shall be made on the current affiliation form by
a regponsible officer of the applicant Association,
League or Club, who shall sign it and return it
in accordance with the directions thereon., Ap-
plications for individual membership shall be
made on the current application form, signed
by the applicant.
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SUBSCRIPTION
5—The Annual Subscription shall be as follows:—

{(a) Local Assoeiations and L.ocal ues: 8d,
per team place for each team in the local associa-
tion or league, The number of team places in a
league or association shall be calculated as deter-
mined ]Igr the English Table Tennis Assoclation.

(b} rectly affiliated Clubz: 5/- for each Club
affiliating directly whether a member of a local
Aszociation, local League or not.

(] Directly affilialed individual members: 5/-

6.—All subscriptions shall be paid {o the Hon.
Treasurer of the Assoclation not later than 15th
November each year.

HANDBOOEK
7.—Each local league, local association, club (whether
affiliated directly or through a leasue) and
directly affillated individpal shall be entitled to
E?}Eﬂlii?e free a copy of the Association's Hand-

PRESIDENTS AND VICE-PRESIDENTS
B.—The President and Vice-Presidents shall be elect-
ed annually by the Annual General Meeting.

HONORARY LIFE MEMBERS
8.—i(a) The distinction of Honorary Life Member
may be conferred for special or long service in
conhection with table tennis in Middlesex.
(b) The distinction shall be conferred only at
& General Meeting of the Association and eandi-
dates shall be nominated only by the Executive
Committes,

OFFICERS
10.—The Honorary Officers of the Association shall
be Chairman; Hon, GQGeneral Secretary; Hon.
Treasurer.
i EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
~—{a) The affalrs of the Association shall be
managed by an Executive Committee, consisting
of the President, Chairman, Hon. General Sec-
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retary, Hon. Treasurer, eight other elected mem-
bers, and the English le Tennis Association
Councillor, if not one of the above. All members
of the Committee shall retire annually, but shall
be eligible for election.

(tl}:lh The guorum necess for the transaction
of the business of the Committee shall be six.

(e} At its first meeting after the Annual Gen-
eral Meeting, the Executive Committee shall
elect from its members a Deputy Chairman.

{(d) The Executive Committee shall have power
to coopt not more than two other members of
the Association: to fill casual vacancies in its
membership; and to create and fill any other
office which in its opinion is necessary, Of the
members so appointed, only d members
shall have the right to vote at ecutive Com-
mittee meetings, and all of them shall hold office
only until the next Annual General Meeting of
the Association.

(e} Except as herein otherwize provided, every
ﬂgﬂstiuu at a meeting of the Committes shall be

termined by & majority of the members present
and voting, every me r having one wvofe, In
the event of equality of wvotes, the Chairman
shall have a second, or casting vote.

(f) The Committee may delegate anv of its
dutiezs to Sub-Committees, ing of such

zons as it thinks fit. Any Sub-Commitiee =o
ormed shall, in the performance of the duties
s0 delegated, conform to any regulations that
may be imposed on it by the Executive Com-
mittee.

) Porms of nomination for the election of
Officers, and other members of the Executive
Committee, shall be forwarded by the Hon, Gen-
eral Secretary to all Secretaries of local Assoc-
{ations, local ] es and directly affiliated Clubs
in membership at least 28 days before the date
fixed for holding the Annual General Meeting,
Each local Association, local League or directly
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affiliated Club shall be entitled to nominate as
many persons as there are vacancies to be filled.
and no more. No nomination will be effective
unless received by the Hon. General Secretary
within fourteen days of the issue of the nomina-
tion paper.

{h) The wvoting for the election of Officers,
and other members of the Committee, shall be
by postal vote (if there are more valid noming-
tions than vacancies to be filled), which shall he
conducted in such a manner as may be determ-
ined time to time. Each elector shall be
entitled to vote for as many candidates as there
are vacancies to be filled. Scrutineers shall be
appointed by the Executive Committee to deter-
m.il:-e any quesuuns as to the validity of nomina-

papers, and ascertain the result of any
pustal vote held under the provisions of this rule.

(i} The voting for the election of Officers, and
other members of the Executive Committee, shall
be determined as follows:—Each affiliated loeal
Association, local e or directly affiliated
Club shall be entitl to one wvote for each
vacancy, but whereas the vote of a directly
affiliated Club shall be worth one polnt, the vote
of a local Association or local League shall be
worth ten points.

THE LAWS OF TABLE TENNIS

SINGLES
1.—The Table

The Table shall be in surface rectansular, 274-cm
91l in length, 152.5-cm. (5-ft. in width: It shall
be supported in such a way that its upper surface
shall be T6-cm. (2-It, 6-in.) above the floor, and =hall
lie in & horizontal plane.

It shall be made of any material and shall vield
a4 uniform bounce of not lesz than 20-em, (3-in. and
not more than 23-cm, (9-in.) when a standard ball 1s
drovped from a height of 30.5-cm (12-in.} above its
surface. ;

The upper surface of the tab'e shall be termed
the “playing surface.” it shall be matt, of a dark
colour with a white ling Z-cm, (J-in.) broad along
each edge.

The lines at the 1625-cm, edges or ends of the
playing surface shall be termed “end lines"” The lines
at the 2T4-cm. edeges or sides of fhe playing surfaces
shall be termed “side lines.”

2—=The Net and its Supports

The playing surface shall be divided into two
courts of egqual slze by a net running parallel to Ghe
end lines and 137-em, (4-ft, 6-in.) from each. The net
with ils suspension, shall be 183-em. (6-ft.) ln length:
its upper part aleng its whole length shall he 15.25-cn
(6-in.y above the playing surface; lts lower part
along the whole length shall he elose to the playing
gurface, The nel shall be suspended by a eord and
attached at each end to an upright post 16,26-em,
t6-in.) high: the outside limits of each post shall be
15.25-cm. (6-In.) oufside the side line on the same side,

The ball shall be spherical. It shall he made of
celluloid, white and matl: il shall not he less than
1143-cm, (44-in.) nor more than 12.06-cm fd3dny in
circumierence: it shall not be less than 2.40-gm, (37
gralns) nor more than 2.53-gm, (39 grains in welght,

The racket may be of any size, shape or weight.
Its surface shall be dark coloured, and matt, The b.ade
shall ke of wood, continuous, of even thickness, flat
and rigid, If the blade is covered on either zide, this
covering may be either (a: of plain, ordinacy plmpled
rubber, with pimples outward, of a total thickness of
niot more than 2-m.m.: of (b of "zandwich.” consist-
ing of a layer of cellular rubber surfaced by plain,
ordinary pimpled rubber—turned outwards or inwards
—in which case the total thickness of covering of
either side shall not be more than 4-m.m.

DEFINITION:—For the purpose of Law 4, plain
ordinary pimpled rubber shall be defined as

The I.T.T.F, has also decded to adopt & second

To give an example. If 'A° playving with 'B' serves
first agalnst "X’ and ‘Y’ and ‘X' and ‘Y choose the
arder of receiving {(say ‘X' receives from ‘A" the order
is then A—X—B—Y—A—X-—etc. In the zecond game
‘X" and Y choose that (say) "Y' serves first, so with
the automatic change under the exggrkmnmal Law,
the order of striki automatically becames Y—B—
X—A—Y—B—etc. The order up to the seore 10 in
the third game is the same as that of the first
(although ‘B’ may serve first instead of ‘A’ if ‘A" and
‘B' prefer this) and the order in the fourth (if five
game match) and after the score 10 in third or fifth
game is the same as for the second game (although
similarly of course “X' can zerve instead of ¥ If ‘X’
and ‘¥ prefer this).
